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Day 01: Sofia

See the fortress on Tsarevets Hill, the Patriarchal Church and the old town market
street. On our afternoon visit to Arbanasi we first stop at Etara, an open-air museum which
presents Bulgarian architecture and life during the Revival Period, from about 1760 to 1880.
Arbanassi is a picturesque village of red-tile roofed, stone houses, where we visit the Church
of the Nativity — the most richly decorated church in Bulgaria. Return to Veliko Trnovo for
overnight. Meals: B

Day 06: From VelikoTrnovo to Bucharest

After breakfast leave Bulgaria and drive across Danube, which is the border between Bulgaria and
Romania to Bucharest, the capital, which was and still is called Paris of the East. Meals: B, D
